Managed by
the United States Marshals Service as a community e-entry program for wanted,
non-violent offenders, Fugitive Safe Surrender offers individuals with felony and
misdemeanor warrants the ability to turn themselves in to law enforcement and
have their cases adjudicated in a safe and nonviolent environment.
