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Blues legend Ik e Turner dies at 76

Ik e Wister T urner (November 5, 1931 – December 12, 2007) was an
American musician, bandleader, talent scout, and record producer, best known
for his work with his former wife Tina Turner as one half of the Ike & Tina Turner
duo. Spanning a career that lasted half a century, Ike's repertoire included blues,
soul, rock, and funk. Alongside his former wife, he was inducted to the Rock and
Roll Hall of Fame in 1991 and in 2001 was inducted into the St. Louis Walk of
Fame. Turner died at 76 years old at his home in San Marcos, California, near
San Diego.

Tough Questions for the Black -
Cultural-Crisis Pundits
by Dr. Algernon Austin 

Pundits have been claiming that black America is in a cul-
tural crisis for decades. As the evidence for these claims
weakens, the volume has risen. Instead of correcting the

pundits' factual errors and challenging their flawed reasoning,
the media have handed the pundits the micr ophone and
stepped out of the way. Below are just five of the questions jour-
nalists have failed to ask. 
1. A Poverty Question for Mr . Pundit
Census Bureau data indicates that the strong economy of the
1990s led to a nearly 30 percent decline in the black poverty
rate. This decline was the biggest since the 1960s. Some see this
as evidence that when blacks have the opportunity to leave
poverty, they take it. Why, immediately after this historic
decline in black poverty, have you been claiming that bad val-
ues prevent black poverty from declining? 
2. A Crime Question for Mr . Pundit
The Bureau of Justice Statistics shows that the violent crime
rate for blacks declined by 67 percent between 1994 and 2004.
During the 1960s, violent crime incr eased. Why do you claim
that blacks today have bad values relative to the 1960s when in
the 1960s there was a large increase in violent crime and
recently there has been a large decline? 
3. An Education Question for Mr . Pundit
Several surveys show that black students value education as
least as much as white students do. One can look at the
National Education L ongitudinal Study, the education ques-
tions in the 2004 Survey of Income and Program Participation,
and Public Agenda's Reality Check 2006 survey to name a few.
The long-term trends tests of the National Assessment of
Educational Progress show that black standardized test scores
have increased significantly since the 1970s. The Digest of
Education statistics shows that the number of blacks receiving
bachelor's degrees have increased by more than 50 percent
since 1995. 
In spite of (1) attitudinal surveys, (2) test-score trends, and (3)
college completion tr ends showing that black students do value
education, you and other pundits continue to condemn black
students. What specifically do you see as the flaws in each of
the three types of research showing that black students do, in
fact, value education? 
4. Another Education Question for Mr . Pundit
Current educational research points to a combination of
socioeconomic disadvantage and inferior quality education as
being responsible for the black-white test-score gap. Regardless
of race, students from lower socioeconomic backgr ounds tend
to do worse in school than students of higher socioeconomic
backgrounds. Blacks on average are of lower socioeconomic
status than whites. 
Black students face the additional disadvantage of attending
schools of lower quality than white students. Educational
researchers have recently been documenting the lower teacher
quality in black schools relative to white schools, for example. 
What specifically do you see as the flaws in the research show-
ing that socioeconomic disadvantage and inferior schooling are
primarily r esponsible for the test-score gap? 
5. A Rap Question for Mr. Pundit
The majority of rap consumers are not black. Rap scholars state
that gangsta rap receives most of its support from young white
men. Do you think that gangsta rap reveals the values of the
current generation of young white men? Do you think gangsta
rap reveals the values of the current generation of young black
men? 
These are just a small sample of the questions the black-cultur-
al-crisis pundits are not being asked. Is there any journalist out
there willing to do the r esearch and fact checking to ask the
tough questions? 

Sociologist Algernon A ustin Offers His Assistance
"In less than 15 minutes, I can show any journalist that the
black-cultural-crisis claims are false," states Dr. Algernon Austin
author of Getting It Wrong: How Black Public Intellectuals Are
Failing Black America. "I am willing to spend a few minutes
with any journalist inter ested in learning the truth about black
America, to the extent that my schedule allows," he adds. Dr.
Austin states that a few minutes examining mainly U.S. govern-
ment data websites will show that the cultural crisis claims are
based on faulty assumptions, bad data analysis and racial
stereotypes.

A fter three highly successful years,
the city of Rochester has bid
farewell to one of its most

empowering assets for young people,
the Joshua Revolution Youth
Conferences. A well-respected organi-
zation with a track record for positively
impacting the nation's youth, the group
has been producing the inspirational
events in western New York since 1993. 
Their operation was so impressive
however, that it drew the attention of
the City of Rochester which made them
an offer they couldn't refuse in 2004.
The result was an extremely appealing
package including such perks as com-
plimentary hotel r ooms or reduced
rates for staff and attendants as well as
inexpensive rentals of strategic facilities
that were crucial to the big league
events. 

"We received tremendous encour-
agement from Rochester," explains
Dennis Hussak the Joshua Revolution's
Director of Operations. "City govern-
ment, law enforcement, the business
community, hotels, and many churches
stepped up to show their support for
us."  

While in Rochester the group held
two themed youth confer ences and a
three day event at Frontier F ield last
August. Called "Field of Miracles,"
before it was over the weekend confer-
ence drew some 17,000 people who
were treated to the insight and enthusi-
asm of former gang member, Nicky
Cruz and renowned African-American
youth speaker, Reggie Dabbs. 

The gatherings are not exclusively
sit downs. For example, several teams
went into the worst parts of urban
Rochester to talk to residents with stag-
gering results. According to Hussak
countless people were deeply moved
by the concern of others, even bringing
tears to many dry eyes and breaking
numerous hearts hardened by the
poverty and violence that characterizes
their neighborhoods. "We hoped for
the churches to come together,"
reflects Hussak, "and believed there
could be a real transformation. That's
our goal, city transformation."

The organization, whose offices are
located in Niagara Falls, New York
where the events were held for years,
had migrated both to Buffalo and
Rochester for several years. They got a
surprise recently when they were con-
tacted by officials in Niagara Falls with
an extremely attractive offer to bring
the celebrated conference back to its
roots after being informed that a new
facility had been built a mere 20 steps
from their fr ont door. After feasibility
study from their pr oduction company
that gave them the thumbs up, the
Joshua Revolution felt it was time to
return home. 

Thus their 2007 youth event will be
held where it all started back in 1993
when just over 500 students and lead-
ers attended what was then called
"Experience the Power" on Christmas
break. Since that time, the Joshua

Revolution has reached over 80,000
people through its annual conferences
and evangelistic crusades.

The organization has made a decid-
ed effort to create a multi-cultural envi -
ronment and be relevant to all of soci-
ety. For example, though it doesn't, the
group could herald this year's speakers
as a celebration in diversity. Including
people like Nicky Cruz, Reggie Dabbs,
Marcus Harris, Minh Chau, Steve
Gonzales, and K. P. Yohannan, the ros-
ter features African-Americans,
Latinos, Oriental, and Indian speakers.
It is more of a non-marketing market-
ing dynamic as Dennis Hussak again
explains, "We really haven't seen many
cultural barriers. In fact we run into
more denominational barriers than
racial hindrances." 

That may be a fact; the group's
impact is as diverse as the races that
attend it. One of their mor e dramatic
success stories occurred in 2003 when
an inner city pastor from Buffalo, New
York brought up an entire gang whose
lives had been transformed. Deeply
touched by the conference, they took
to the stage and shared the remarkable
changes that they had embraced. The
impact was so sweeping, and affected
their way of life so radically, that it was
later learned contracts were actually
put out on some of their lives. 

Hussak says the Joshua Revolution
loves and appreciates Rochester and
hopes to return. "We'd love to do
another 'Field of Miracles,' he notes. "If
we could obtain some serious backing
from area churches we'd love to do it
again. We were hurt financially, though
it was worth it, and the weather was
pretty uncooperative." 

"We look forward to returning, we
miss them and they are great people to
work with," he adds. "We can't wait to
work together again. Still, after hosting
the Joshua Revolution confer ences in
other cities across America, we are so
excited to bring this conference back
home." This year's event takes place
from December 27 through 30 in
Niagara Falls, New York. More infor-
mation is available by calling the
Joshua Revolution at (716) 284-8173.

Recognizing that all who read the
Minority Reporter may not follow the D
& C Blogs like I do, I felt the need to
share the following response I wrote in
response to a local town Blogger who
represents those who fail to accept, or
who has probably never investigated
the journey of blacks in this country.
Those who think because their family
and/or ancestors arrived here as "poor"
immigrants and faired well should be
everyone's story. The initial discussion
focused on whether a controversial and
recent call for the recruitment of mor e
black teachers for the Rochester City
School District would indeed have a
positive impact.  

The quote I begin with was excerpted
from the Blogger's entire comments,
but was the quote that drove my
response.

Blogger : "My Mother walked off the
boat in New York as a teenager with
NOTHING!!!"

Gloria : My ancestors were dragged off
a boat and SOLD into slavery. My par-
ents, who are no longer a part of this
dimension, took care of, and educated
their childr en as well. But they never
really overcame the stigma of our
ancestors or found total acceptance in
our society. My father feared what a
white person was in a position to do to
him and his family if he complained too
loudly about injustices. He was often
heard cautioning his revolutionary and
only daughter, who did then and con -
tinues to see the need for change in
society and the way people of color are
perceived and/or treated, in SOME are-
nas.

We descended from folks who did
not arrive as immigrants, guests or peo-
ple fleeing religious persecution, or the
law, etc. Many were lynched, beaten,
raped and more. My bloodline is not
pure and easily traceable. In pursuit of
the vessels that brought my ancestors
here, the slave manifests I have poured
through bear NO first or last names of
"passengers." Educating many of my
ancestors was against the law. FREE-
DOM was not a given and what little
was gained was paid for with blood.
The RIGHT to participate in a system
that governed them was via
Amendments to the Constitution, a
document written to assure protection
for whites only. The celebrated holo-
caust did not in itself affect as many as
the institution of slavery did. The deter-
mination and the quest to never return
to such atrocities is far more under-
stood in our society than the impact
slavery has had on blacks in this coun-
try. That impact is primarily ignored,
trivialized, and determined as insignifi-
cant. 

Other cultur es, and classes who
immigrated to this country and may
have, in some cases, been subjected to
persecution, but they ALL could find
acceptance eventually with a change of
last name or religion. People of color
had to then, and continue to, face
obstacles ONLY because of the color of
their skin. Those who have "succeeded"
in overcoming obstacles in their path
are still treated as second-class, unwant-
ed citizens. I know those who have
made millions, but because of the color
of their skin are subjected to acts of dis-

crimination.
My argument, my thoughts, and my

feelings have at no time suggested that
parents are void of responsibility and
input into their child's education. I
believe what drove the question in the
beginning was based on whether black
and brown students in the City School
District are being failed by a system that
fails to hire those "culturally sensitive" to
the needs of those children.
Insensitivity, which translates into a lack
of understanding, and exposure to a
people's history, drives much of the
ignorance. That ignorance, to date,
perpetuates the failure to do the best
that can be done by SOME given the
opportunity and the char ge to do so. 

The extraordinary noteworthy jour -
ney of your family's history is great read-
ing and you should be proud. However,
when research in my family indicates I
had an Uncle lynched for looking at a
white woman, and kinfolks who wer e
Buffalo Soldiers willing to fight for their
country and not allowed to eat or sleep
with those who wer e white, I seek an
understanding as to WHY. Your history
and foundation drives you and mine
drives me. We are ALL products of our
upbringing. When I discover in certain
arenas that much of the mind set from
the early 1800's continues to exist in
pockets of society in 2007 where drugs,
violence, lack of education, and
teenaged pregnancy appear to be
dominant, the wor d genocide comes to
mind.

Blogger : "Yet, please be aware that I
am tired of hearing about cultural sen-
sitivity."

Gloria : The aforementioned and your
being tired does not ease any pain or
change any historical facts impacting
on the history, the lack of successes, the
inability to make correct choices that
exist in far too many today. The modern
day lynching occurring in the Rochester
City School district may not touch you
personally, since it is not your house
burning. However , being a member of
my community who along with others
is pro-active and in search of solutions,
I recognize the answer is sometimes
driven by the question. 

With all due r espect, your analogy
from where I and other blacks who
have been subjected to acts of discrim-
ination in a variety of arenas is a com-
parison of apples to oranges. Had our
ancestors arrived as Irish-American
immigrants I am confident the journey
would have yielded a different set of
results, less disparities and a willingness
to do mor e than distance themselves
from the REAL issues. 

PARENTS are a child's FIRST
teacher. I AGREE wholeheartedly. But
that fact should not overshadow the
fact that SOME teachers, in participat-
ing in the outcome of a system that is
graduating 39% of its students, is
beyond scandalous and begs a com-
plete overhaul, not just on an adminis-
tration level. When any ADULT fears a
child they don't need the r esponsibility
of educating them. What is going on in
those classrooms needs to be put under
a microscope and examined. What just
might be revealed is that "cultural
insensitivity" of many, may just be driv-
ing the negative results.
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People of other cul tur es,
especial ly f rom earl ier
times, are unable to grasp

the concept of low self-esteem.
Self-esteem was not an issue, for
people thought in terms of com -
munity, not the self. It is report -
ed that the Dalai L ama, in 1990,
had di f f icul ty understanding
when a western psychologist
spoke of low self-esteem. The
phrase had to be translated into
Tibetan several times before he
could grasp the concept.

Self-esteem is the bel ief in
one's own competence to cope
with the basic challenges of l ife
and that I am worthy of happi -
ness. The self is the identity or
personality of a given person as
distinct from others.

Signs of poor sel f-esteem
include: feeling inferior to oth -
ers, of not measuring up (as a
woman, man, employee, etc.) to
standards; fear of failure if one
were to try and make it on his or
her own; fr equently apologies,
even for things that are not one's
faul t ;  putt ing others down in
order to look better in one's own
eyes; an inability to accept com-
pliments; fear of rejection, and
so forth.

So, for instance, people who
are convinced of their inability
to make it  on their own wil l
choose to stay in demoralizing
situations. Not believing in our
ability to make it on our own is a
result of internalizing many neg-
ative messages that have led to a
lack of self-confidence.

People with high self-esteem
like themselves. While they may
be able to name things about
themselves they would l ike to
change; overal l ,  they regard
themselves with value and
respect. They are based in reali-
ty.  They are keenly aware of
their outwar d cir cumstances, as
well as their internal feelings and
knowledge. They feel fully capa-
ble of altering their r eality favor-
ably through goals and purpose.
They have boundaries so that
others do not infringe on their
t ime, r esources, energy, and
physical being without express
consent. They are not cold and
aloof.  Rather,  they see them-
selves as integrally connected to
but sti l l  separate from others.
They are self-aware and their
l ives are integrated such that
their  goals,  ideals,  behaviors,
and reality all operate out of a
sense of self-knowledge.

Is Your Gr ocery
Cart Filled with
Healthy Items?

Let’s face it: The worst time to go to the
grocery store is when you’re hungry.
While your tummy is grumbling, ther e

is a tendency to fill up your cart with every -
thing you see – even those items that are not
so nutritious.

We all know that nutrition is an essential
ingredient to good health. Eating nutritious -
ly not only helps you to achieve a healthy
weight, but it also helps you feel energized
and aids in the prevention of coronary heart
disease and type 2 diabetes.

According to the American Heart
Association, cardiovascular diseases rank as
the number one killer of A frican Americans,
claiming the lives of 36.3 percent of the
more than 291,000 blacks who die each
year. Moreover, nearly 45 percent of black
adults in the U.S. have high blood pressure,
one of the highest rates in the world.
Compared with whites, blacks are more like-
ly to have high blood pr essure, to be over-
weight or obese, and to have diabetes. All of
these factors raise their cardiovascular dis-
ease risk.

Many of us tend to think that healthy eat-
ing means skipping sweets and chomping on
vegetables all day. However, you can eat
healthfully without overhauling your diet by
simply making sound choices. Listed below
are a few healthy eating tips from
www.blackdoctor.org.

(1) Whether you ar e packing your own
lunch, dining in a r estaurant, grabbing a
quick bite on the r oad, or preparing a home-
made meal, you should always try to find a
healthy alternative to high-calorie and high-
fat foods.

(2) In general, it is a good idea to opt for
whole grains, vegetables and fruits. These
foods easily replace high calorie and high fat
options. For example, whole-grain bread is a
perfect substitute for white bread. Raw veg-
gies with low-fat dip can satisfy your hunger
when you are in the mood for something
crunchy. And when you crave something
sweet, fruit is a delicious choice.

(3) Go low-cal by replacing rich foods
and condiments with low-calorie alterna -
tives that are still high in flavor. For example,
choose mustard instead of mayonnaise and
balsamic vinaigrette in place of ranch dress-
ing. You can also eliminate excess calories
and sugar by foregoing soda and sports
drinks. Instead, choose flavored water, diet
soda or unsweetened iced tea.

(4) Choose low-fat, low-sugar and low-
sodium foods when available. Reducing the
amount of fat, sugar and salt that you add to
food can also make a difference. You may
also try healthy substitutions such as olive oil
in place of butter, a calorie-free sweetener
rather than sugar, and herbs instead of salt.

Filling your grocery cart with the afor e-
mentioned items is a good start in eating
healthy and protecting your heart!

Sleep for
Your Health!
Agood night’s sleep is important to most of us

for a variety of reasons. I strive to get 8 hours
of sleep a night personally because I don’t feel

as productive thr oughout my work day otherwise.
Add to this the fact that I just really am partial sleep-
ing. I love taking naps. I relish analyzing my dreams.
Sleep is an enjoyable thing for me. Yet many of my
friends and acquaintances don’t feel the need to
sleep as much as I do claiming that it interferes with
their schedule and things they want to do. My med-
ical student husband often used to tell me that he
would, “sleep when he was dead.” To which I’d r eply,
“I’d lik e you to live a long time though.”

Many Americans go through life getting only 4 or
5 hours of sleep a night. Business executives, doctors
and other professionals alike work long hours and
just don’t seem to have time for this sleeping busi-
ness. Yet scientific studies seem to indicate that sleep
is important for our overall health and well being.
Sleep is restorative and allows the body to refuel itself
and its reserves. People who sleep 8 hours a night
tend to be thinner, healthier and live longer lives.

According to a study on obesity from Columbia
University, adults who sleep less than 7 hours a night
are more likely to be obese. The theory being that
lack of sleep disrupts the hormones that regulate
appetite. Furthermor e reports from the Nurses’
Health Study run by Harvard University have linked
irregular or insufficient sleep to an increased risk of
colon cancer, heart disease and diabetes.
Additionally a r ecent study authored by Dr. Lauren
Hale, PhD, of Stony Brook University, studied 32,749
individuals over the age of 18 subsequently discover-
ing that African Americans and other minorities had
an increased risk of sleeping too little or two much,
with adverse affects to their health.

Sleep, though important for adults, is even more
important for young childr en. A study released in the
September issue of “Sleep” entitled “Associations
between Sleep Duration Patterns and
Behavioral/Cognitive Functioning at School Entry”
found that sleep deprivation in a child’s formative
years might lead to future behavioral and cognitive
problems. In this Canadian study children sleeping
less than the recommended 10 hours performed
poorly on vocabulary and cognitive development
tests as compared to those children sleeping for
longer periods of time.

Therefore I’m not just sleeping for my own enjoy-
ment anymore but for my health! For while it is
important to balance all aspects of life and work
equally perhaps these new sleep studies will help all
Americans understand the importance of a good
night’s rest. Remember to make time for sleep your-
self and more importantly ensure that your growing
children get the suggested amount of nightly rest too.

Signs of T een Suicide: A
Cry for Help

W hen a teenager close to you says “I want to
kill myself” or “If anything happens to me, I
want you to know that …,” these may be

signs of suicide and a cry for help.
According to the Centers for Disease Control and

Prevention, suicide accounts for 12.9% of all deaths
annually, among 15 to 24 year olds. Moreover, since
1980, suicide has doubled among young black males
in America.

According to www.nyp.org, many of the warning
signs of possible suicidal feelings are also an indication
of depression. Observations of the following behaviors
by parents and care givers may be helpful in identify-
ing adolescents who may be at jeopardy of attempting
suicide:

•Changes in eating and sleep habits
•L oss of interest in usual activities
•fr om friends and family members
•Running away
•Resorting to alcohol and drug use
•Disr egard of personal appearance
•Unnecessary risk-taking
•P reoccupation with death and dying
•Incr eased physical complaints frequently associated
with emotional distr ess such as stomach aches,
headaches, and fatigue
•L oss of interest in school or schoolwork
•F eelings of boredom
•Difficulty concentrating
•L ack of response to praise
