Who cares about your income?

N ot only was I, as a citizen, denied
access to the County Legislator
meeting tonight, but also as a

representative of the black media I was
also denied. I later heard on the news
Democratic Monr oe County Legislator
Paul Haney sum it up as he spoke to his
Republican colleagues at tonight's
Monroe County Legislative meeting. He
said "I am ashamed to be a member of
this body; the way distinguished citizens
of this community wer e treated tonight
is disgusting."  I also heard that Minister
Raymond Scott in his remarks to the
Republican  Legislators referred to them
as "Cowards" and "Racists." More than
appropriate descriptions for those who
orchestrated the Gestapo tactics used to
keep the "dangerous" public from
attending the meeting in pr ogress.  

Even though I stood in the lobby of
the County Building for two hours trying
to attend the meeting not only as a pri-
vate citizen, but with pr ess credentials
in hand, I along with hundr eds of others
was denied access to the regularly
scheduled County Legislator meeting.
Paul Haney is not the only one
ashamed. I and others in attendance
were appalled and the entire communi -
ty and towns with representatives who
participated in the Gestapo tactics I per-
sonally witnessed, should be as well.
Those who attended, especially whites
kept remarking that they would not
have believe the treatment of the public
had they not witnessed it for them-
selves. You just had to be there to
believe that common everyday citizens
were reduced to nothing of value and
corralled in the lobby , surrounded by
Monroe County Deputies who guarded
and prevented access to the elevators
and stairways. I felt like a rabid dog on
a long leash.  

Having arrived at the building at
5:10 p.m. I was wondering why, on such
a cold blistery night, people were stand-
ing on the sidewalk as opposed to being
inside the warmth of the building. I
soon discovered why. As I approached
the front doors of the County Building I
found them all lock ed. Another friend
of mine approached the doors about
the same time I did, and we were both
told by a young man on the outside with
us that no one else was allowed in the
building. He went on to say, they are not
even letting the press in "and I am a
D&C Reporter."  "What?? (I exclaimed)
do you mean not even the press is
allowed in, what in the world is going
on?" No one was on hand to explain the
reason why. Then one Deputy Sheriff
eventually came to the door to
announce to all who wer e huddling
outside in the cold, that the building
was at capacity and no one would be
allowed in. Not allowed in a public
building to attend a public meeting? Is
this what my tax dollars pay for, I asked
myself? We stood for at least 10 minutes
before a citizen from the lobby took it
upon himself to come and open the
door from the inside, and all who wer e
outside at that point gained access to
the lobby with no r esistance.  

There were at least 200 people or
more in the lobby, guarded by three
Deputy Sheriffs on the steps leading to
the lobby, three Deputy Sheriffs stand-
ing near the guard desk, two Deputy
Sheriffs riding the elevator, denying
anyone the right to get on, and two
Deputies standing on the stairwell deny-
ing access to anyone attempting to walk
up the stairs. At this point no explana-
tion had been given to the diverse
crowd heavily populated by A frican
American faces (which I suspected was
the real reason we were not allowed on
the 4th floor). All pr esent had been
encouraged to attend in support of the
Public Defender issue that has surfaced
in recent months. An issue laden with
concerns from the community that
Republicans, with their demagogic atti -
tudes, have repeatedly ignored.  

Some who were in the lobby and
were denied access to the meeting had
also signed up to speak and appeal to
the Legislative body not to proceed
with the pr ocess they had arbitrarily
tainted and corrupted in r ecent months.
The main item of inter est on the
Legislative agenda was to vote on the
recommendation of the Republican
side of the Public Safety Committee
who had made a decision in Executive
Session, minus any Democratic input.
The person hand picked by the
Republican Party Chair allegedly is
rumor ed to have ties that might be per-
ceived nepotistic in nature. The role to
succeed the retiring Public Defender
had been determined in November
2007, shortly after Public Defender Ed
Nowak announced his intent to r etire in
December. Last night, the rumor
became fact as Timothy P. Donaher
emerged as the Republicans person of
choice to succeed Nowak. The rumor
that he had been called in December
and congratulated on becoming the
next Public Defender became mor e
than obviously a truism. The selection
process included no one but
Republican politicians and any and all
concerns of the public had fallen on
deaf ears. In the lobby where I stood
among other community citizens, I was
annoyed to see distinguished members
of our community tr eated like rabid
dogs.  

Among those I was familiar with
who wer e denied access to the
Chambers were T. Andrew Brown
(President  of the Monroe County Bar
Association), former Senator Richard
Dollinger, countless ministers, priests,
nuns and what appeared to me to be at
least 10 members of a local Mosque,
Cynthia Elliot (School Board
Commissioner), Sandra Frankel
(Brighton Town supervisor); Willa
Powell (School Board Commissioner);
Loretta Scott  (former Parks and
Recreation Commissioner);  Karen
Spotford (President of NAACP); repre-
sentatives form Action For A Better
Community and many mor e.  The most
insulting denial of access to the
Chambers occurred when County
Legislator, Glen Gamble arrived and did
not have his County ID with him. When
he told the Deputy on the steps he was

a County Legislator, she did not believe
him. When the cr owd echoed the fact
that he was (me being most vocal), the
Deputy responded that someone had to
"verify" he was who he said he was and
she refused to move out of the way. She
said he could not go up the stairs until
her Lieutenant told her it was OK. A
moment later, an unknown gentleman
who happened to be white, but who
was obviously not the Deputy's
Lieutenant, approached the Deputy
and appeared to whisper something to
her. Whatever he said it melted her
hard exterior and Glen was allowed up
the stairs to attend his meeting. I was
then told by someone in the crowd that
Calvin Lee (County Legislator) was
treated in the same disrespectful man-
ner, and was denied access until some-
one "verified" for a Deputy that he was
who he said he was. I was also told that
even though white L egislators were also
stopped, that after they verbally identi-
fied themselves they were allowed
access based on their word alone. How
do you spell "Racism?"

Finally, a Deputy emerged, appar-
ently from the 4th floor, telling the
crowd that no one else would be
allowed in the Chambers, that it was
full. He announced that acr oss the
street at the "City Center" there was
seating and speakers that would allow
those in attendance to listen to the
meeting in progress. He also said there
was a two-way speaker system and
microphone to accommodate those
who had signed up to speak, giving
them the ability to do so when called
upon. He lied or was given bad infor -
mation from the beginning. Those who
went across the street soon returned to
announce there were indeed seats, one
speaker, but that there was no two-way
system in place. 

Someone who had made it inside
the Chambers called me on my cell
phone to see why I was not in atten-
dance. When I explained that access
was denied to me and others because
the Chambers was "Full," I was told that
was a lie. I was also told that an entire
bench and row of possible seats had
been removed prior to anyone's arrival,
thus lowering the legal seating capacity
in the Chamber, and for the first time in
history citizens were subjected to metal
detectors and searches before entering
the Chambers. It was also brought to my
attention that some of the seats occu-
pied were possibly by County staff mem-
bers who had allegedly been notified by
email earlier in the day and encouraged
to attend the meeting. I also overheard
an anxious Deputy, in trying to answer
the question "Why?", explain that the
public was being treated as such
because they were a "mob." Many who
heard his reference to us as a "mob"
reacted in disgust and surprise at the
comment. All of the afor ementioned
occurred before the start of the meeting
which was schedule to begin at 6:00
p.m.  

Key Coalition members such as
Minister Raymond Scott, Assemblyman
David Gantt, and Sister Grace Miller,
had managed to make it to the 4th floor

Chambers prior to my arrival.  A t one
point I look ed up and saw Sister Grace
Miller in handcuffs being led to a room
with another individual. The elevator
door then opened and another person,
who must have been with Sister Grace,
exited from the elevator loudly explain-
ing how Sister Grace had been arrested
and how she had been "slammed"
against the wall in the process. Soon
after Assemblyman David Gantt exited
the elevator to announce that he had
been escorted out the Chambers by
four "huge" Deputies. The crowd was
growing incr easingly agitated with mut-
tering and murmuring getting louder .
Assemblyman Gantt called for calm and
as he was speaking to the crowd, it was
about that time I look ed at the front
door and witnessed three Deputies
motioning to Minister F ranklin
Florence, telling him that he could not
enter the building. A t that point I r eal-
ized that once again citizens, who were
constantly arriving attempting to attend
the meeting, had been denied access to
the building. The Deputies were not
even allowing folks to come out of the
cold into the lobby ar ea. I immediately
went out the door and advised one of
the Deputies of the potential for mor e
trouble if the crowd that was already
agitated realized that such a respected
elder in the community was asked to
stand in the cold. The Deputy then said
to me, "Well if he comes in, someone
will have to come out." I said "That
would be me," and they let Minister
Florence enter as I gladly gave up my
coveted space in the lobby. 

In the meantime, as I stood on the
cold steps refusing to go into the ele-
ments as I was directed to, I saw Minster
Florence's son, Clifford, come out to
look for his father. As I tried to tell him
that the Minister was in the lobby, I was
interrupted by the shouts of another
Deputy telling Clifford he could not go
back in. As Clifford attempted to explain
he was looking for his father, another
Deputy tried to talk over top of him,
insisting he (Clifford) would not be
allowed back into the lobby. I made an
executive decision to get involved in
that nonsense and asked the Deputy
(the one who had let Minister Flor ence
take my place) to explain to his col-
league what had transpired and
explained to him (the one who was lis-
tening) that apparently Clifford was
unaware his father had been permitted
to come in. The Deputies yielded and
allowed Clifford Florence to return to
the lobby. The Deputies seemed deter-
mined that anyone that came out for
any reason would be denied return
access. And after I swapped places with
Minister Florence, they made it clear
there would be no mor e swapping of
places, it was "getting too confusing" for
them. That comment made me ques-
tion the level of training that may have
been needed for them.

At this point, after being told that I
would not be allowed to r eturn to the
lobby, I displayed my press credentials,
those registered with the City of
Rochester, and asked as a member of

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the press could I go back in. I was flatly
denied, told my pr ess credentials meant
nothing, and if I was interested in inter-
viewing anyone I would have to wait
until everything was over and catch
them. Channel 8 arrived about that
time and at first were denied access to
the building also. Then someone
changed those rules and let them in. I
guess the white media is far more
respected then those representing black
media. But what else is new? On the
back side of my credentials it authorizes
me to cross police lines. (Where are my
lawyers?) 

The final straw for me and my
patience was when I asked to use the
rest room. I am a diabetic and
explained my need to visit a rest room
but I was told by the Deputy at the top
of the steps that I could go across the
street and use the bathroom in the City
Center. Now, I am not an attorney but
am certain some Civil Rights, possibly
Human Rights laws were violated by
the Republican Gestapo and the armed
Deputies tonight. Public restrooms
were even off limits.

As I read news coverage from those
various media sources allowed in the
Chambers, the biggest lie that I heard
reported as a justification for the
Gestapo tactics used against the
"enemy" trying to attended a public
meeting, was that Assemblyman Gantt
suggested at one  point and time that
"violence" would occur . I have been in
attendance at every community meet-
ing and have never heard
Assemblyman Gantt or other leaders
call for anything but "peaceful" actions
on the part of any participant.
Maintaining peace and demonstrating if
need be, in silence, is all I and others at
the sound of our leader's voices have
been encouraged to do. Anyone who
says otherwise is a liar. 

The Republican Gestapo had their
way tonight; they secured the County
Building, the County Chambers and
were successful in moving their agenda,
unopposed. Somewhere along the way
I am confident laws were broken, digni-
ty was destroyed, insulting behavior
towards their constituency and the tax-
paying citizens in this community was
apparent. Racism was abound. If law-
suits are in order, send me the paper-
work I will undoubtedly co -sign. If the
Republican Legislators and Maggie
Brooks (who was conveniently absent)
are allowed to get away with what they
did, if there are no consequences for
their actions, then we should join Paul
Haney in shame and be ashamed of
ourselves for allowing them to remain
in office. They all forgot last night that
they were E-lected not SE-lected. They
forgot tonight who they work for . The
only thing that put them in office and
gave them the authority that let their
power override what should have been
respect and better judgment, is us. They
all need to be FIRED or RETIRED
before all is said and done.

The Little Theatre's "Spotlight on
Black History" presented another
wonderful night of gr eat films

highlighting A frican American contribu -
tions to dance. Garth Fagan's Oatka
Trail was the opening film, featuring
three male Fagan dancers, Steve
Humphr ey, who won a "Bessie (NY
Performance Award) for his perform-
ance in the film, Chris Morrison and
Norwood Pennewell. The setting was a
beautiful back drop of a serene winding
trail that runs alongside a creek on the
Oatka Trail. This old Seneca Indian trail,
located in Wheatland NY, is one of
Garth's favorite places and was his inspi-
ration for this short film. 

The audience was left wanting more
but soon found themselves captivated
by the "silver haired" ladies of the
acclaimed documentary Been Rich All
My Life, directed by Sundance filmmak-
er, Heather Lyn MacDonald. This is the
story of the almost forgotten Cotton
Club Dance Troupe.

We all know the rich cultural history
of Harlem's Cotton Club and the Apollo
Theatre, and of the many renowned
artist that graced their stages like Cab
Calloway, Louis Armstrong and Duke
Ellington, to name a few. But we have
heard very little about the beautiful
"copper-colored girls" of the chorus line

who shared the stage with those cele-
brated artists. Been Rich All My Life tells
their story from their own lips and mem -
ories. All of these women had a dream
of becoming mor e than what they were
born into and they all left home at early
ages in pursuit of their dreams. These
were 16 dancers, all from different
backgrounds but with a common pas-
sion for dancing. In the 1920s and
1930s, Harlem was known as the epi-
center of "Black" culture, and these
young black women wer e part of that
rich heritage. 

Although the lives of these women
seemed glamorous, it was far from that.
Not only did they endur e segregation
and racism in Jim Crow America during
that period, but they also worked long
hours, rehearsed relentlessly and were
paid little. Through it all they never
became bitter or discouraged because
their love for music and dance inspired
them to keep moving forwar d. These
"almost forgotten" women are responsi-
ble for the formation of the very first
dancer's union AGVA (American Guild
of Variety Artist), when they initiated the
historic strike at the Apollo Theatre in
1940. 

Only four of the r emaining women
from the original tr oupe are still per-
forming today. Now in their 80s and 90s,
Fay Ray, Elaine Ellis, Cleo Hayes and
Marion Coles, now known as the "Silver
Belles," continue to dazzle a new gener-

ation of audiences. In 1985, Geri
Kennedy had the idea to get the ladies
back together and with the collabora -
tive help of Bertye Lou Wood, another
former dance tr oupe member, the
Harlem show girls were re-introduced
as the "Silver Belles." Geri manages the
Silver Belles and says that it was impor-
tant to not forget the women of that
great Harlem Renaissance era. Garth
Fagan credits the group with being the
trailblazers for him and other dance
troupes.

The evening concluded with a "talk
back" hosted by Bob Russell, executive
director of The Little Theatre. The audi-
ence had the privilege to meet and ask
questions directly to the honor ed
guests, which included Fay Ray, one of
the four surviving original dance tr oupe
members, Geri Kennedy, Manager of
the "Silver Belles," and Rochester's own
Garth Fagan, who recently added
another accolade to his already long list
of awards and honors when he received
the prestigious Citizen Diplomat Award,
the highest honor bestowed by the
National Council for International
Visitors. The finale was Fay Ray per-
forming the Silver Belles' signature
dance number, "The Shim-Sham" along
with the Fagan dancers and the big
band sounds of Billie Holiday. It was
truly a night to r emember!

FOUL PLA Y

N ow that my beloved football
season is over, I must find other
ways to enjoy the remaining

sports. Remarkably, when I started
watching sports I stopped watching
soap operas. If you really follow the
chain of events in the current steroids
scandal it's hotter than my advanced
copy of the Wir e's Season 5. 

It all begins with a company named
BALCO. Founder, Victor Conte and his
associates knowingly sought to create
elusive performance enhancers.
BALCO chemist Patrick Arnold cr eat-
ed "the clear," a designer steroid. Greg
Anderson (Barry Bonds' trainer), Tim
Montgomery (Marion Jones' baby
daddy), Remi Korchemny (track
coach), and Trevor Graham (track
coach), basically served as distributors,
polluting the Olympics, major league
baseball, and athletes yet to be
exposed. 

In retrospect, couldn't we all tell
that Sammy Sosa and Mark McGwire
were on something in 1998, as they
chased Roger Maris' homerun record?
Eventually McGwire walked away with
70 runs to Sosa's 65, and the title.
Ironically, Bonds met Anderson and
hired him as personal trainer immedi-
ately following the 1998 season. Barry
Bonds was the most talented natural
slugger in baseball, and perhaps histo-
ry, yet I believe he did cross the line as
implied in the book, Game of Shadows
(Mark Fainaru-Wada and Lance
Williams, 2006). 

Soon Bonds became as rock hard
and "Hulk Hoganesque" as the other
two. In 1999, juicing caused him to
miss 60 games when he tore his elbow
and then pulled his groin. In 2000 he
recovered and acknowledged that
BALCO had helped him to impr ove his
form. In 2001, Bonds broke the single-
season home-run record with 73
homeruns, to enjoy a short lived reign
as homerun king. Game of Shadows
alleges that at the time, Bonds was
using Arthur's designer steroids ("the
cream" and "the clear"), insulin,

Human Growth Hormone, Me xican
beans (testosterone decanoate) and
trenbolone (used to improve the mus-
cle quality of cattle). Once cyclist
Tammy Thomas, failed a urine test and
was banned from cycling in 2002, the
domino effect tainted Olympic medals,
historic records, and the integrity of
baseball. In 2004, Bonds claimed not
to know BALCO. Jose Canseco added
fuel with his book, Juiced (2005). He
directly implicates himself, Mark
McGwire, Bonds and others in his tell-
all book.

Conte seemed obsessed with
exposing Marion Jones and at first I felt
sorry for her. I believed her in 2004
when she taunted the USADA (United
States Anti-Doping Agency) that same
year and held a press conference chal-
lenging them to question her "where
all of the world could see rather than
in secret, behind closed doors." She
said she accomplished everything
through her "God given talent and
hard work." I thought they wer e trying
to take a sister down when she denied
Conte's allegations, then sued him for
$25 million in 2004. As the trial heated
up Conte's attorney leaked information
about the case forcing Conte, and his
vice president, James Valente, to plead
guilty to money laundering, distribut -
ing illegal drugs and other charges in
2005. After all that lying, she recanted
her story and now faces jail time.

Professional sports is an extremely
competitive, multi-billion dollar indus -
try. Once you factor in all of the
endorsements, and residual opportuni -
ties that result from the celebrity of
sports, it is understandably important
to break records and stand alone atop
your athletic field. However , when
companies began to create perform-
ance enhancers that elude measures to
test athletes, when Olympic trainers
begin to dope up the athletes they
train, and when our "r ole models" con-
form rather than blowing the whistle, it
perplexes me. It perplexes me because
with the advances in science, it is only
a matter of time before you get caught.
This case will surely continue to
evolve. In fact, Roger Clemens spent
the better part of today denying accu-
sations. This has touched the likes of

and too many Olympians to name. 

It is especially disappointing in a
sport like baseball where Jackie
Robinson's generation firmly estab-
lished the athletic legacy of African
Americans. It is shameful in track
where Jesse Owens cemented our
legacy, much to the displeasure of
Hitler and his Nazi party. While drama
is entertaining, this episode illuminates
the necessity of influencing the role

models our childr en emulate. 
Barry and Marion did not start this

scandal, but I am disappointed because
they did not champion the cause to
expose it. It would have made more
sense to expose your competition
rather than cheating as well. That's
what our athletes did when they wer e
role models, and ain't nothin' illegal
about that!
