Kool and the Gang

When they arrived on stage, Kool and the
Gang did not disappoint me or those in
attendance at Paetec Park during the 2008
Rochester Music Festival. Though they
were billed as co-headliners" the music
critic in me thought they should have
been the ones to close out the show as
apparently did those who were leaving
the stadium when they completed their
performance.

Hits like, "Joanna", "Hollywood
Swinger"," Jungle Boogie", "Runky Stuff",
"Cherish" and my all time favorite, "
Summer Madness" only solidified that like
good wine, Kool and the Gang only get
better with time. Jirmar d Gordon (NJ)
and Shawn McQuillar (Buffalo, NY) alter-
nated in leading various songs.

When background vocals were required
the Brass and Rhythm section stepped to
the microphone with their support. Their
vocals and choreographed styling to the
song being performed was much like that
of an expensive frame aound a beautiful
painting.-The painting being the main
focal point but the frame complimenting
its beauty.

A highlight for me was the deliverance of
their all time favorite, "L adies Night" sung
by Shawn. His dynamic performance driv-
en by an extraordinary combination of
lead, bass, and rhythm guitar, keyboards,
drums, percussion, and brass caused just
about every female within 50 feet of the
stage to leave their seats and get closer to
him. He appeared to have shocked
Security when he jumped off the stage
and climbed over several barriers to get to
the overzealous females not only eacting
to the music, and his vocals but | think his
good looks had something to do with it
also.

But, as | sat in anticipation of musical
icons taking the stage at the Rchester
Music Fest, | could not help but shake my

There were no more than 1,000
people in attendance at the stadium
which seats more than 17,000.

The original member of Kool and the

Gang are Robert "Kool" Bell, Dennis
Thomas, Geome Brown and Khalis
Kayyan. Kbhalis, Kool's bother, normally
contributes to the Rhythm section on
tenor sax . He did not perform with them

this past Sunday Khalis has also con
tributed much to the gr oup's success and
longevity.

In speaking to Robert "Kool" Bell it
became apparent that collective
Spirituality and Family Values have con
tributed greatly to the long legacy and
ability to maintain a 40 year presence in
the music industry. He said that his
Mother, the parents of original members,
instilled in them form the onset the need
to always treat each other as family first.
The presence of Kool's younger bother,
who plays Rhythm Guitar along with the
role his son plays, speaks volumes to that

intent. Khalis and Amir have adopted the

family name of Kayyan, an Arabic name.
Their Spiritual foundation and walk

through this life was sealed after visiting
Mecca. Kool has not made the name
change officially and but anticipates doing
so after he takes the Rigrimage as well.

He spar&d memories
of the days he performed at the Pythodd
Room with the lik es of Charlie Earland,
Richard "Groove" Holmes, Lou
Donaldson and other Jazz Greats.

Recognizing his accolades and his coe
authoring Kool and the Gang's infamous
"Summer Madness" made all the sense in
the world to me. Cliffor d has 2 albums of
his own, and in addition to performing
with Kool and the Gang since 1977, he
also finds time to educate and teach our
young folks in elementary and High
School, "Jazz Avareness."

Teaching respect for the Jazz Masters has
become a Mission for him when time per-
mits him to do in his hometown Trenton,
NJ. Clifford has also tourd with the
Stylistics.

One of his proudest moments was per
forming with the San Diego Symphony,
with Dionne W arwick. He enjoys most of
today's music, artist like Kim and Alicia
Keys, "Neo soul artists" a& among those
he mentioned.

He said he respects those who write their
own music as opposed to those who rely
on "sampling," a bit more. Space will not
permit me to write mor e about Clifford
Dams and his noteworthy career. | do

According to a new Los Angeles
Times/Bloomberg poll, Obama holds
a 12 point lead over McCain in a
head-to-head match up, 49 percent
to 37 percent. But when third party
candidates Ralph Nader and Bob
Barr are added to the list, Obama's
lead over McCain extends to 15
points, 48 percent to 33 percent.

The survey is the second in a matter
of days to indicate McCain may face a
sizable deficit as the general election
campaign kicks off. A Newsweek poll
released four days ago showed the
lllinois senator with a 15 point lead.

According to a CNN analysis of five
recent national surveys, Obama holds
an 8 point lead over his presidential
rival.

CNN Polling Director Keating
Holland notes a substantial lead in
June does not always lead to a deck
sive victory the following November .

"Historically speaking, when June
polls show a tight race, the race usu
ally remains tight all the way through
November. But when June polls have
shown a big lead for one candidate,
that lead has often melted," Holland
said.

The poll also indicates the conserva
tive base has yet to fully embrace
their party's nominee. Among voters
who self identified themselves as con
servative, just under 60 percent said
they would vote for McCain, fifteen
percent said they would vote for
Obama, 15 percent said they would
vote for another candidate, and 13
percent said they were undecided.

That compares to the nearly 80 per-
cent of self identified liberals who say
they plan to vote for Obama.

As for former supporters of Hillary
Clinton, the poll finds only 11 percent
aren't planning on supporting
Obama.

The poll surveyed 1,115 registered
voters and was conducted from June
19-23. It carries a mawgin of error of
plus or minus 3 percentage points.

Trade Sanctions will for
pr esent a challenge...

=\ if ONe accepts, against the
= veight of evidence, that the race
bl 0 the bottom is real, and that
enforceable labor and environmental
standards can be determined and arbi-
trated, that still leaves the question of
whether trade sanctions would be the
right way to enforce those standads.
Judging from experience and the
importance of trade to development,
sanctions would be ineffectual and
counterproductive.

As a general rule, unilateral trade sanc
tions have been a poor enforcement
tool for U.S. foreign policy goals in gen-
eral. Trade sanctions often miss their
intended targets, inflicting economic
pain on workers and industries in the
target country but not on government

officials responsible for the policies that
prompted the sanctions. Countries that
are most likely to face sanctions-those
that are undemocratic and economical -
ly underdeveloped-are also the least
likely to be swayed by sanctions
because their economies ar less inte
grated with the global economy and

their rulers more insulated from the

economic pain of citizens.

In practice, U.S. sanctions have failed
to bring democracy and human rights
to such targets as Cuba, Iraq, North
Korea, Libya, and Myanmar. In fact,
sanctions have failed to achieve their
goals in the large majority of cases in
which they have been applied by the
United States since World War I. There
is no reason to believe they will be any
more effective in prompting poor coun -
tries to protect labor rights and the
environment and much reason to
believe they will inflict economic dam -
age at home and abroad.

Targeting P oor W ork ers

If used to enforce labor and environ-
mental standards, trade sanctions
would have the perverse effect of
undermining trade expansion, one of
the most powerful forces in the world
today for raising standards. By discour
aging trade and foreign investment,
sanctions would retard economic
growth, making it more difficult for

poor countries to raise environmental,
labor, and overall living standards.

On a microeconomic level, sanctions
would tend to punish the very export-
oriented industries that pay the highest
wages and maintain the highest stan
dards in the targeted country. The best
employers in the targeted country
would be indiscriminately punished for
the sins of the worst employers. The
effect of sanctions would be to shrink
the more globally integrated sectors
that are pulling standards upward, forc-
ing workers into informal, domestic sec-
tors where wages, working conditions,
and labor rights protections are much
lower.

In reality, let's face it; sanctions would
harm the most vulnerable members of
society in the targeted country. By
inhibiting growth, sanctions would
depress family incomes, making it moe
difficult for parents to afford to send
their children to school and thus
increasing the number of children in
the workforce. Sanctions tamgeted
specifically at industries that employ
children could force them into occupa-
tions that are more dangerous and pay
even less. The most lilely alternative for
a 10 to 15-yearold working in a gar-
ment factory may not be school but
prostitution or heavy manual labor.

In 1993 an exposé of child labor in
Bangladesh and Latin America coun -
tries caused garment factories thee to
dismiss tens of thousands of child labo¥
ers under the age of 14. About 10,000
of them eventually enrolled in special
schools set up by UNICEFbut an even
larger number, according to a recent
story in the New York Times, "simply
found more dangerous and less lucra
tive work-breaking rocks, rolling ciga-
rettes, pulling rickshaws." Elected offt
cials in the less-developed world have
voiced their understandable objection
to sanctions as a tool for promoting
higher social standards.

Further, the end result of sanctions is
the very opposite of what advocates
claim to seek.

Sanctions also damage America's ece
nomic interests by sabotaging egional
and multilateral trade negotiations.

To that end, less-developed countries
are cognizance that trade sanctions
cripple their ability to develop thr ough
engagement in the global economy and
invite protectionism against their most
competitive exporters under the dis-
guise of "protecting” the environment
and labor rights.

(Rochester, NY) The Cultural Center
Commission has eleased a mevised
Request for Proposals (RFP) for devet
opment of a 1.5 acre site at 420 E.
Main St. Located in the heart of down -
town’s East End District, the site -- also
referred to as “Block F” -- is the last
remaining undeveloped property in the
Cultural District and is currently a sur-
face parking lot.

on the west, Grove St. on the north and
Gibbs St. on the east.

The Commission issued an RFP for the
site earlier this year, but the four propos-

als received were too wide in scope and

had too many contingencies. The

revised RFP eferences surmounding

uses and buildings in the aea, as well as
information from City Planning guide-

lines. The property lies in two separate

zoning design districts, Main Steet and

Grove Place.

“The revised RFP will provide much

more guidance to the developers of our

community who ar e interested in this
exciting site,” said Cultural Commission

Chairman James G. \azzana. “It
includes new and important informa -

tion, including specific references to the

desired methods of construction and
uses for the poperty. We want to supply
developers with the most complete
information available.”

The Commission conducted an environ-
mental review of the site and has initiat-
ed the removal of five old gas tanks hid-
den underground on the site. The
Commission is contracting for their
removal and clean-up. It is common on
sites in downtown areas to find old tanks
and rubble underground, Vazzana said.

“l anticipate the developer selection
process to move quickly now,”

added Vazzana. ‘The review committee
will work continually to ensur e prompt
review of new RFP responses and male
a decision that will benefit the commu -
nity. This is a critical site for downtown
development and we intend to tr eat it as
such.”

The FBI denied the
request on August 15, 2007 and eject-
ed an NYCLU administrative appeal in
March of this year.

“Over the past seven years, millions of
law-abiding people have had their pri -
vacy breached by government agents,
so Operation Darkening Clouds should

confirm nor deny the program’s exis
tence. That defense was first used by the
CIA when it refused to either confirm or
deny the government's involvement
with the Hughes Glomar Explorer, a
ship that Howard Hughes claimed to
have built to mine the ocean floor. In
fact, the vessel had been designed to
recover a sunken Russian submarine,
and Hughes was serving as a CIA font.

“The Freedom of Information A ct is not
a nicety that the government can
choose to follow or to ignore: It's the
law,” said Daniel Freeman, a Liman
Fellow at the NYCLU and a Yale Law
graduate who helped initially uncover
Operation Darkening Clouds. “It's
shocking that the very same official who
signed off on releasing the document
that revealed Operation Darkening
Clouds exists is now efusing to confirm
or deny the existence of the program.
This is government sececy at its most
egregious.”

The NYCLU lawsuit seeks a court oder
barring the DOJ from claiming that it
need not even acknowledge the exis
tence of the program. It also seeks to
compel the DOJ to produce all docu-
ments about the program that are not
subject to legitimate exemptions to the
FOIA.

“Programs like Operation Darkening
Clouds run counter to our core
American values by unfairly singling out
immigrants and making them targets of
suspicion and scrutiny,” Lieberman said.
“Enough is enough. The Bush adminis
tration must stop eroding our privacy
and diminishing the public’s already tar-
nished trust in government.”

L ack Of Diversity In Genetic

Counselors Could A

African-American, Hispanic or
American Indian patients undergoing
genetic testing are unlikely to
encounter counselors of their ethnic
backgrounds, according to a review
appearing in the August issue of the
Journal of Genetic Counseling.

"Minorities are underrepresented in
genetic counseling. It's not a unique
problem to genetics. We see it in health
professions as a whole, but it's moe
pronounced in the genetic counseling
professions," said lead author llana
Mittman, Ph.D., a certified genetic
counselor at the University of Maryland
at Baltimore.

Mittman's research examined previous-
ly published data on ethnic and racial
demographics in specific genetic pro-
fessions and health cae professions in
general.

She found that, compared to other
mental health and health care profes-
sionals, genetic counselors ae among
the least likely to be African-American,
Native American or Hispanic. For
example, counselors of African-
American or Hispanic background hold
only 2 percent of the membership in
the National Society of Genetic
Counselors, even though these popula
tions represent almost one-third of
Americans, according to the authors.

In addition, A frican-Americans com-
prised only 1 percent of geneticists with
medical degrees or Ph.D.s; Hispanics
made up only 2 percent of geneticists
with these degrees.

"The lack of diversity impacts profes
sionals and people they awe trying to
help," according to Mittman, because
providers must be able to acknowledge
cultural, social and religious issues and

ffect P atients

communicate effectively with patients.

"We're taught to be culturally sensitive

[as health care professionals], but none
of us can be as culturally sensitive as
people from that culture. We can do

our best, but we're not going to know

the rules. We'll never know all of the

issues in their culture," said Edward

McCabe, M.D., a genetic medicine spe-

cialist at UCLA.

"Patients are stating their desire to have
providers who are like them with
respect to race. They feel more com-
fortable, and they are more likely to
trust those providers, to disclose infor-
mation and to follow up on health r ec-
ommendations," Mittman said.

Although the genetic counseling profes-
sions have made efforts to improve
racial and ethnic diversity, demograph-
ics in this field have remained
unchanged for mor e than two decades.

"Genetics offers a ppmising take on
medicine as we investigate the genetics
of common and comple x disorders and
personalized medicine. It is very impor-
tant to extend those services to every
body in the population, otherwise

health disparities will widen," Mittman

said.

The Journal of Genetic Counseling,
published by Springer, is an internation-
al forum addressing all aspects of genet
ic counseling. It focuses on the critical
questions and problems that arise at the
interface between rapidly advancing

technical developments and the con-
cerns of individuals at genetic risk. The
journal is published bimonthly online

and in print
