Regular Checkups

Checkups allow your doctor to review
your child's growth and development,
perform tests, or give shots. Checkups
also are a good time for you to ask
questions. Male a list of your questions
and concerns and bring it with you.
The doctor will have answers to many
questions about your child, such as
whether your child is eating too much
or too little, whether he or she seems
uncoordinated, or what to do if your
child isn't sleeping well. Some authori-
ties recommend checkups at ages 2-4
weeks; 2, 4, 6,9, 12, 15, and 18 months;
and 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 8, 10, 12, 14, 16, and
18 years. Some childen may need to
be seen more often, others less.

Immunizations
Immunizations (shots) protect your

child from many serious diseases.

Below is a list of immunizations and
when most children should receive
them. Some children, for example
those with chronic illnesses or those in
certain areas of the country, may need
to follow a different schedule. Your
child's doctor can help you decide
which immunizations your child needs
and when. Be sure to talk with the doc -
tor or nurse about possible reactions
and what you should do if your child
has a reaction. Immunizations start at
birth with Hepatitis B and should
include (at various times): Hepatitis B,
Diphtheria, Tetanus, Rertussis:, Btanus-
Diphtheria, Haemophilus Influenzae
Type B:, Poliovirus, Measles, Mumps,
Rubella, Chickenpox, Pneumococcal
disease (PCV vaccine and PPV vac
cine), Hepatitis A, and Influenza.
Vision and Hearing

Your children's vision should be tested
before age 5. A child may also need
more vision tests as they gow. Your
child will have had his hearing tested as
a newborn.

If at any age your child has any of the
vision or hearing warning signs listed
below, be sure to talk with your child's
doctor.

Vision W arning Signs

* Eyes turning inward (crossing) or out-
ward.

* Squinting.

* Headaches.

* Not doing as well in school work as
before.
* Blurred or double vision.

Hearing W arning Signs

* Poor response to noise or voice.

* Slow language and speech develop
ment.

* Abnormal-sounding speech.

Lead

Lead can harm your child, slowing
physical and mental growth and dam -
aging many parts of the body. The most
common way childr en get lead poison-
ing is by being around old house paint
that is chipping or peeling. Some
authorities recommend lead tests at 1
and 2 years of age.

Look at the questions below. If you
answer "yes" to any of them, it may
mean that your child needs lead tests
earlier and more often than other chil -
dren.

Has your child:

* Lived in or regularly visited a house
built before 19507 (This could include a
day care center, a preschool, the home
of a babysitter or relative, etc.)

* Lived in or regularly visited a house
built before 1978 (the year lead-based
paint was banned for residential use)
with recent, ongoing, or planned reno-
vation or remodeling?

* Had anyone they live with tr eated for
lead poisoning?

Tuberculosis

Children may need a tuberculosis skin
test if they have had close contact with
a person who has tuberculosis (TB), live
in an area where TB is more common
than average (such as a Native
American reservation, a homeless shel
ter, or an institution), or have recently
moved from Asia, Africa, Central
America, South  America, the
Caribbean, or the Pacific Islands.

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Nursing Pioneer Visits R

ochester

ome Care of Rochester (HCR) and
H Nazareth College hosted a visit by
Dr. Madeline M. Leininger, the
nurse theorist who realized the impor-
tance of culture in care. Dr. Leininger, an
author and nurse researcher, developed
the Sunrise Enabler approach to incorpo -
rate cultural factors into nursing treat-
ment and care. Her theory of transcultur-
al nursing is the first health theory that is
completely nursing based.

Health disparities between minorities and
the majority population continue to

increase. Minorities experience signifi-
cantly poorer outcomes than their coun-
terparts. According to the 2006 National
Healthcare Disparities Report, "minorities
had worse access to cae, received poor
quality care, and disparities in chronic
disease management wee increasing."
HCR found this was true of minority
home care patients in their own practice.
"Minority individuals usually come into

our practice sicker, have more active
diagnoses and tale more medications.
When we work with them, they often fail

to achieve the same health improvement
our other patients achieve. Something
had to be done," said Elizabeth Zicari,
HCR's Director of Patient Services.

Consulting with Dr. Marie O'Toole, the
Dean of Nursing at Nazareth College,
also a nurse leader in transcultural nurs
ing, HCR decided to develop a transcul-
tural approach to minority individuals.

Supported by a grant from the Greater
Rochester Health Foundation, HCR
began to pay more attention to all the

components of care Dr. Leininger had

laid out. These included diagnoses, as
well as social and economic factors that
contributed to poor er health outcomes.
What evolved was a unique home care
model that is culturally congruent, in

other words, the care matches the cul
ture. Currently, it's the only culture care
model of its kind.

Applying the Leininger approach, HCR
was able to dramatically improve the
health outcomes of minority patients.

People were no longer considered "non-
compliant,” when they did not follow the

prescribed plan of care. The nurses spent
time understanding why the individuals

were not following the tr eatment plans
the nurses had prepared, under the dir ec-
tion of the physicians. For example,

rather than simply dictating a menu for a
diabetic patient, the nurse spent time
understanding food preferences and fam
ily meals of patients. Then the nurse
worked with the individual and family to
determine what changes would be
acceptable to bring the usual diet closer
to what is needed for a diabetic. In Dr.
Leininger's Sunrise Enabler system, this is
the process of "negotiation" and "epat-
terning."

The initial approaches to making HCR's
care more culturally competent wer e led
by the agency's minority nurses. They had
intensive knowledge of cultural norms
and issues, and wee encouraged by the
theoretical framework Dr. Leininger
writes about in her basic nursing text
book, Culture Care Diversity and
Universality.

A key challenge in nursing is the fact that
a large number of patients are from
diverse backgrounds, but nationally, only
12% of nurses ae minorities. This means
that nurses fom Caucasian backgiounds
must gain cultural competence. That is
why Dr. Leininger's transcultural
approach is so important to the field of
nursing.

HCR faced that problem as it worked to
continue to impr ove its outcomes among
minority individuals in home car e. HCR's
Caucasian nurses needed education in
cultural competence. Dr. O'Toole began
working with HCR's nursing leadership to
develop educational strategies. She ec-
ommended that Dr. Leininger be con-
tacted; recognizing that this pioneering
nurse theorist would be interested in the
amazing improvements in outcomes
HCR was achieving using her model.

Dr. Leininger was in fact, delighted to
make the trip from Nebraska to
Rochester to provide educational and
motivational talks to HCR's practitioners,
and to nursing students at Nazaeth who
were interested in the practical applica-
tion of their transcultural studies.

Dr. Leininger left a lasting impression on
the HCR team and Nazaeth students
with her comment that "Nurses should
not be caught in do, do, do, but rather
take time to care." This highly motivation-
al message will assue that progress being
made in reductions in health disparities
can continue, with the L eininger
approach.

stages for the 10th Annual Maafa:
Day of Remembrance Ceremony event.
This ceremonial event will honor the
African ancestors who perished during
the Middle Passage. The event will be
held on Thursday, July 3, 2008 from
6:00-8:00 pm at the Durand Eastman
Park-Lake Shoreline.

The Rochester Maafa Celebration

The word "MAAFA" is a Kiswahili word
which means "disaster" or "horrific
event" coined by Dr. Marimba Ani in
her book, "Let the Circle be Unbroken."
Maafa refers to the destruction of
African Civilization on the continent of
African by outside predatory forces; the
Arab and European Slave Trades
(Middle Passage); and the devaluation
and ongoing denigration of people of
African descent in the Diaspora today.

The Maafa Celebration Committee
does not agree that the process
described above should be referred to
or thought of as the "African
Holocaust." The Holocaust is a word
that refers to being "completely burned"
and implicates/infers a comparison with
the massace of the Jewish people dur-
ing World War Il. Maafa is an African
word, designated by African people to
describe our ordeal, and is in keeping

"Day of Remembrance" is first and fore-
most about people of African descent
healing ourselves spiritually and emo-
tionally, so that we can build better fam-
ilies, communities and institutions.

The theme of this year's Day of
Remembrance is "To Build a Better
Come-Unity" and speak to the
Committee's determination to take the
lessons learned fom the past and build
a community, city, and world that
reflects the best of our human charac
teristics.

"1 in 9 adults in Upstate New York has
chronic kidney disease and most don't
even know it. Thousands more are at
risk. We know that if we start early with
education, detection and if necessary,
medical intervention, we can often
postpone the onset of kidney disease or
kidney failure and in some cases, even
prevent it from ever developing,” says
Rosa Lloyd, NKF Community Outreach
Director. "Past sceenings have shown
that over 50% of the participants
checked learned that they may kidney
disease. As important, they also learned
what action steps they need to take for
appropriate follow up to slow or the
delay the progression of the disease,”
she added.

The kidney health checkup will include
blood pressue checks, a finger stick for
glucose to test for diabetes and urine
check for any signs of kidney disease.
