Obama/Biden W ould Win if Election w ere Today

f the election were held bday, Barack

IObama would win in a landslide,
according to the polls.

The poblem for Obama is that the elee

tion is na today and John McCain has

until November 4 t corvince Americans

to wote for him instead.

But if you believe the polls, Obama and
his Democratic running ma¢ Joe Biden
have made a dramatic turnaound from

a month ago, when thg were dropping

in the polls ater McCain named Sarah
Palin as his running mag.

The laest survey of polls (shevn above)
from Real Clear Rlitics gives Obama
348 electoral wotes with 190 for McCain.
The map assumes there are noossup
states. Lhder that scenario, Obama wins
all the battlegound states except
Missouri and Nevada.

Most importantly, Obama wins Florida
and Ohio -- tw key states that eluded
Democrats in the past tw elections -- in
the scenario abae. If the Democratic
ticket had carried either of those stags
in the 2004 election, John krry would
have won the election. And of couse, if

the US. Supreme Courhad na stopped

the counting of ballds in Florida in
2000, Al Gore vould have won the elec

toral wte. Instad he lost Florida, and
thus the presidency by just 537 votes.

The Obama-Biden tiagk would also tale
two key southern staes, Virginia and
North Cawolina. Democrats haen't won
North Camwlina since Jimny Cater in
1976 and haven't won Virginia since
Lyndon Johnson in 264.

The changing map reflects a dramatic
shift in the poll numbes the past tw

weeks, frst regisered in the national

opinion suwveys but nov confrmed in

the state-hy-state polls. The shif comes

just as the econony has become the
dominant issue in the canpaign, moving

the debate avay from McCain's per

ceived adwantage on national security
issues.

A newn Quinnipiac Wiversity poll out
today finds Obama leading McCain in
several major battlegpund states. In
Florida, Obama leads 5 to 43. In Ohio,
Obama leads 50 © 42. And in
Pennsyhania, Obama leads 54d 39. As
a result of those numbes, Obama has

now taken the lead
in the so-callec
"poll of polls" tha
combines the
results of all the
major opinion polls
and averages them
out for one result.

That puts McCait
and PRalin in a diffi-
cult position, as the
campaign moves
into Ocbber and
just one day bebre
the eagerly antici
pated vice presi
dential debat in
St. Louis or
Thursday. It is pos
sible that the polls
are conpletely

embers of the Congressional
MBIack Caucus wre divided on

the proposed $700 billion
bailout plan that failed in Congress
Monday afternoon. A slight majority of
CBC membes wted against the plan,
while a signifcant number \oted in favor
of the bailout.

In total, 21 members of the CBC
opposed the bailout while 8 members

supported it. The bill, called the
Emergency Economic Stabilizatiorcfof

2008, failed 228 to 205 in the House of
Representatives on Monday.

Rep. Jesse Jackson called the bill "a
tremendous inprovement over the legis
lation proposed tky the Bush
Administration last week," but he \oted
against it because he said "it stilldlls
short of what is needed ¢ shore up the
econonmy, protect taxpayers and pomote
economic gowth."

"We have gone fom Roosevelt's New
Deal, b Reagan's Rav Deal, b Bush's
Quick Deal," Jackson said in a st
ment. He said the American €ople are
demanding a "&ir deal.”

The lllinois Democrat urged Congress t
pass a modifed bill that includes a nev

stimulus, a substantial ivestment in

infrastructure and a pogram that helps
keep taxpasers in their homes.

Republicans att ack the moderator

The Republican attack machine is at it
again. This time, in a preeptive strike
on the eve of the highly anticipagd vice
presidential debat between Gaoernor
Sarah Ralin of Alasla and Senabr Joe
Biden of Delavare, they are seeking ¢
destroy the eseemed and highly
respected African American journalist
who will moderae the forum, Gven Il
of the Public Boadcasting Sevice (PBS).

The frames of this line of attack are bas
ing their charges of bias on the basis of
Ifill's forthcoming book The
Breakthrough: PRlitics and Race in the
Age of Obama, which isentatively se to
be released early ngt year, on or near
the day of the inauguration of the 4th
President of the Wited Staies. AOL even
has a strav poll on the "contoversy,"
with one of the aqiestions asking if Iill
should be remaed as moderaor.

Additionally, some consevative media

outlets like Fox Nevs  and

WorldNetDaily.com are nav all but hint

ing that she is unit to moderae the

debate. The later, in their "exclusive"

article on Iill's "pro-Obama" book say

her book seeks ¢ "shed newv light" on

the subject of a nev generation of
African American politicians who are
"forging a bold nev path o political

power." The olvious questions, at least

to this writer, are these: So? What's
wrong with that?

This patisan line of reasoning claims
that Ifill now has a \ested (financial)
interest in the outcome of the election.
That is, the/ suggest, the success of
Ifill's book depends on an Obama vioty.

The GOP spinneralso charge that since

Ifill has authored a piece on the Obama
family in Essence, and since her "atti
tude was dismissie" and her fcial
expressions cowneyed "disgust” during
her coverage bllowing Ralin's speech at
the Republican National Comention,
then she is clearly nbto be entrused
with the task of being a neutraldcilitator
for the debae.

But pethaps none hae gone as &r as
columnist Michelle Malkin, who recently
wrote the following on her blog: "There is
nothing 'moderae’ about where il
stands on Barack Obama. She's saffin
the tank for the Democrat presidential
candidate, her okygen deliery line is
running out."

This maleolent canpaign against Gwen
Ifill is scurrilous and otally unwarranted.
And transparent. Wi shouldn't Ifll or
any aher political repoter write about
Obama and his histric ascent in
American politics? No doubt, her will
ultimately be but one in a whole ne
political genre in American publishing. It
Is ridiculous b suggest that the book will
only sell vell if Obama wins. No maér
the outcome on Neember 4, journalists
and scholas will hencebrth study the
Barack Obama phenomenon. It is unde
niable that the senabr from lllinois is an
historical figure. Should lifl be demo
nized or penalized, or labeled as urtki-
cal because she is ahead of the pack
with her publication?

1. Beter school bod, community stan
dards - eliminating the &ailability of
school bods that conpete with the nation
al school breakést and lunch pogram,
and mandating the deelopment and ee-
cution of nutritional standads so all bod
available on school carpuses is consis
tent with a se of community standads.

2. Saker, more accessible plg areas -
improving the sagty of, and the per
ceived safty of, and access ¢ recre
ational facilities, bike trails, paks and
green spaces, while gpanding afer-
hour access b schools and pomoting
safe play.

3. Healthier bod standads at pre-school
and childcare ceners - mandating the
development and eecution of national
standards for pre-schools, childcare cen
ters and school-age childcare jpgrams,
so that available food and drinks conply
with Digtary Guidelines ér Americans or
equivalent community standads.

These messages are being issued during
an annual rie of fall when salmon begin
their spawning, run up the rier and
return to the Lowver Genesee Basin.
From now until late Oct. angles from
throughout the east coast, including
thousands of local enthusiasts, are
being lured ty the challenge of landing
fish up to 40 Ibs.

If alerted by a warning siren or stobe,
anglers must leave the water immediate-
ly and morve to higher gpound. Rier lev-
els in the Laver Gorge change rapidly
due to releases ly local utilities.
Drownings have resulted when the varn-
ings were ignored.

Those nev to fishing in Nev York State
are patticularly advised that using ap
device aher than a corventional sporit
fishing od, reel and line is pohibited.
All foul-hooled fish must be released.
These regulations are designed ot
enhance the spot fishing experience.
Every year, more and more angles are
successful at catching spaning salmon
on conventional equipment.

A fishing access point is open 6 a.m. — 7
p.m. on Se¢h Green Drie (near the iner-
section of Noton St. and St. Rul
Boulevard) on the river’s east bank (due
to construction, access my be limied at
times). There is no st side access in
the Lower Falls area (atempting access
below the Maplevood Rose Gaden is
extremely treacheous and pohibited).
