Obama's big new lead: Is it real or a fluk e?

John McCain, taking a decisé/ 9
point lead in a nev poll released ly
the Washington Post and ABC Ness.

Barack Obama has surged ahead of

The nev poll ound Obama with 52 per
cent conpared o 43 percent for John
McCain. It ves good nevs for the Obama
campaign atter a rugh stat to the
month of Sepember, when McCain led
49 to 47 percent in the same poll.

It was also signifcant for Obama o poll
a majority of the public opinion in the
survey. Neither John Ikrry nor Al Gore

ever won a majority of public opinion in
any pre-election poll when the ran or
president, accoding to the Rost.

The PRst attributed the changing poll
numbers to "[tlJurmoil in the fnancial
industry and gowing pessimism about
the economny,”

"Just 9 pecent of those suweyed rated

the econony as good or &cellent, the

first time that number has been in single
digits since the dys just bebre the

1992 election. Just ¥ percent said the

country is heading in the right direction,
equaling the recod low on that question

in polls dating back 6 1973," the Post

reported.

That was good nevs for Obama because
voters said they trust him more than
McCain b deal with the econory and

with the current crisis on Vil Street. A
full 50 percent of \oters said the econe

my is the most inportant issue that will

determine their ote, up fom 37 percent

two weeks ago. But only 9 perent cited

the Iraq war as their most inportant

issue, which the Pst described as the
lowest percentage of the canpaign.

Obama has also made imads with

white voters, particularly with whie
women. McCain and Obama are no
nearly tied among whi women, and
Obama has stated to close the gap
among whie voters overall to five per
centage points, accading to the Rost.

The frst two weeks of Sepember were
defined by McCain's selection of Alask
Gov. Sarah Rilin to be his running mag,
and she clearly gse the Arizona senair
a boost ater the Republican Cowention.
But since that time, her numbes have
dropped, and her unévorable rating has
gone up ty 10 points in the past tvo
weeks, flom 28 percent to 38 percent,
the Post reported.

The "enthusiasm gap" is also bagkand
it's hurting McCain. Although 62 peent
of Obama suppoters said they are "ery
enthusiastic" about their candidag, only
34 percent of McCain's suppders felt
the same wvay.

No Democratic candideg for president
has won the majority of the whi¢ vote
since lyndon Johnson in 964, but
Obama is doing reméably well with
that group, pulling 45 pecent conpared
to 50 percent for McCain.

With the black wte, on the dher hand, it

isn't even close. If elecéd, Barack

Obama would be the frst African-

American president, and he can count
on strong black suppot. Accoding to the

Post poll, 96 percent of blacks suppot

Obama and just 3 pecent suppott

McCain.

The presidential candidags will mee for
their first debate on Fiday in Mississippi,
and the topic is Preign policy which is
generally considered @ be McCain's
strong suit. But the nev poll shavs some
potential trouble for McCain there as
well. "o weeks ago, when those sur
veyed were asked who they trusted to
deal with a major unepected crisis,
McCain led 54 pecent to 37 percent,"
the Post repoited. "That lead is gone,"
the paper said. Also gone is McCain's big
lead on terorism, which the Bst said
"has all but disappeared.”

Political obsewers will be watching new
polls closely b see if aher opinion sur
veys confrm the findings in the Rst-ABC
News poll. o tracking polls released
Wednesday morning fnd Obama with a
2 point lead and a 6 point lead.

Brooks, Three Other County Ex ecutiv es
Create Commission to Help T axpayers

onroe County Eecutive Maggie
IVIBrooks, Erie County Eecutive

Chris Collins and Onondaga
County Ercutive Joanie Mahong is
embarking on a staewide tour to
announce the creation of the pstate
Mandate Relief Commission.

The 10-member commission, corprised
of business and community leader from
each of the three member counties, will
engage in a comprehensive study of
state mandated programs and deise a
plan to reform these mandaes in the
interests of potecting local ppperty tax

payers.

"Even though county geernments
across New York continue o streamline
services and do more with less, as
cal crisis bought on by the stak persists
because of the heay buden of staie
mandated expenses on local taxpgers,”
said Monoe County Escutive Maggie
Brooks. "W have come bgether today
as bah County Eecutives and Nev
Yorkers because ve recognize that if
left unchecked, unfunded stae man-

dates will bankrupt counties and drce
more families and jobs out of our
state. This Commission is charged with
taking an in-depth look at these
unfunded mandates and brmulating
serious poposals br reform that we will
urge stae government to adopt.”

"As leades in UWstate New York, we
must do everything we can © convince
our state lawmakers to stop burdening
property taxpaers with unfair and
unfunded mandaes out of Albary," said
Erie County Eecutive Chris Collins.
"This kind of buden is dragging dwn
the Upstate econony, driving people out
of the state and inpacting our aquality of
life. Upstate will never grow unless stae
lawmakers reduce the mandaés that
are strangling our local geernments.
Upstate taxpayers desperaely need
relief. That relief will be ha to find if
Albary continues b balance its budge
on the back of county taxpgers."

"When Nev York State balances its budg
et by shitting the buden, the result is na@
on state programs - it &lls to the coun
ties," said Onondaga County Egutive

Joanie Mahong. "It has nav become
our responsibility © cut piograms or
raise taes and &plain that b our
constituents.

Regardless of which county w reside in,
we all live in New York State.

This commission will seek a Hter
answer to mandaed funding and
unsustainable pogramming.”

The goals of the Upstate Mandate Relief
Commission are:

To conpile and document all sta¢
mandated spending pograms that
impact

counties;

Analyze the lgel of state funding sup
port that is provided for these

programs, and assess the amount of
unfunded mandags;

Educae citizens and staé representa
tives on the buden imposed by

state mandatd programs;

Recommend pild programs and vaiv-
er oppottunities for the state to adopt

as reform measures; and

Demonstrae potential operational efi-
ciencies and cost saings br bath

New York State and its counties when
restrictive mandages are eased.

In Monmoe County mandated expenses
represent 71% of the budgé, meaning
that the county only has local conti
over 29% of its spending. Mandatd
spending accounts dr $671.3 million
in the 2008 County Budgg and
Medicaid accounéed for an additional
$162 million - making it the single
largest mandae imposed by stat gov-
ernment. Oerall mandaked spending in
Monroe County cost taxpgers $833.3
million this year.

"Counties vere originally creatd to be
the social sewice providers for New York
State, but over time the stae has been
paying less and less in reimbwements
while asking counties & provide more
and more sewices,"

said Monioe County Escutive Maggie
Brooks. "This érces counties lile
Monroe o focus budge conversations
on which taves to raise or which sevic-
es t cut - and that is unacceptable
and unsustainable. & must combat

$700 Billion Bailout Plan

Expected to P

ass Despite

Growing Opposition

ccording to a recent Rasmussen
Aepons national suwvey, the more
oters learn about the poposed
$700 billion federal bailout plan ér the

U.S. econony, the more they don't like it.

The suwey, taken Monday shows 44% of
Americans oppose the taxpger-backed
plan, up seven points fom 37% the day
before. Wenty-five percent (25%) sup
port it now, versus 28% in the earlier
poll. Thity-five percent (31%) are unde
cided.

While 30% of Americans sathe bailout
plan will hutt the econony, 35% think it
will help the econony, and 13% believe
it will have no impact at all.

Of the two major presidential candi
dates, Barack Obama myp be the bene
ficiary of the county's economic devn-
turn. The Rasmussen Bports daily
Presidential Tacking Poll for Thuisday
shows Obama attracting 49% of theate
while John McCain earns 46%. Other
than the bounces relaéd to his corven-
tion and speech in Berlin, this is theirfst
time Obama has had 49% suppéron
back-to-back das since early Julylt's
also McCain's lavest level of suppot in
nearly three veeks.

But woters are fairly evenly divided aer
which of the two presidential conenders
they trust more b oversee the plan
which will be in place dr at least two
years after its passage. Brty-nine per
cent (49%) trust John McCain more, 43%
say Barack Obama. \Wmen \oters, who
generally ivor Obama @er McCain, are
evenly divided at 45% each. Men trust
McCain more ly a 53% b 40% margin.

The plan poposed by Teasury Secreary
Henry Paulson would give the Teasury
Department the taxpayer-funded paver
to buy up b $700 billion in mortgage
debt from private firms. The Bush admin
istration contends this is a systmatic
way to deal with the county's gowing
economic crisis, fueled  bad mot-
gages, as opposedd responding case-
by-case. The plan ws pompted by a
series of high-pofile bankruptcies and
near-bankruptcies which spaked tur-
moil in the sbck market.

To gain appoval by congressional
Democrats who lead bth the House and
Senat, Paulson has repotedly agreed
closer oversight of Teasury by Congress,
restricting the income of eecutives

whose conpanies beneft from the
bailout and helping more homewners
facing freclosure.

Sixty-three pecent (63%) of wters agree
that the plan should include limits on
how much is paid b executives and
bankers whose conpanies are helped ly
the bailout. Eigheen percent (18%) are
opposed b the idea.

But consewative Republicans are begin

ning to balk at the urprecedentd size of
the bailout plan and whéeher it will even

work., Democrats are hopingd add bik

lions more in domestic spendingd the

package, including $25 billion in loans
for the deeply toubled "Big Three"
automakers.

McCain nav describes himself as
‘deeply uncomértable' with the plan,
while Obama is diering a plan of his an

for increased regulation ofihancial mar

kets.

A suwvey taken last week before the
bailout plan was announced dund that
neither presidential candida¢ had con
vinced a majority of wters that they
know how to handle the county's gow-
ing economic poblems.

Nationally, the race baween Obama and
McCain is ery close in the Rasmussen
daily Presidential facking Poll.

Women by a narow 34% b 31% margin
think the bailout plan is more likely ©
hurt than help the econony. Men sa it
will help 40% b 25%.

While Republicans in Congress are more
skeptical of the plan, 32% of GOPoters
favor it versus 23% of Democrats. Gity-
one percent (41%) of Rpublicans and
45% of Democrats oppose the plan.
Unaffiliated woters oppose it 4% ©
18%.

Forty-four percent (44%) of Republicans
say it will help the econong, but only
33% of Democratic wters agree and
nearly as mary (31%) sa it will hut.
Twenty-six pecent (26%) of Rpublicans
say the plan will hut the econorry. Again
slightly more unafiliateds (32%) think it
will hurt versus 29% who belige it will
improve US. economic conditions.

But, despie their concerns, 4% of \ot-
ers believe the bailout plan lilely o be
approved by Congress.

Adam Smith has been presidentdr

the last eight years and, with a Congress
full of free-maket advocates, had enact
ed an agenda of full-blan laissez-&ire.

Had that been the case, w would na be
in the mess ve are in economicallyAlas,
it has na been the case.

Politicians have an obvious interest in

portraying the fnancial meltdovn as the

result of a government hands-of policy.

They can't \ery well adwcate govern-

ment contrls if government contols are

responsible br the debacle ve're now

living though. The pundits just don't
understand economics.

But believe it or nat, the problems in the
financial and housing industries are no
a market failure. They are a geernment
failure.

The US. gavernment has heaily regulat
ed the financial secbr since the 1930s.
Yes, some regulations hse been
tweaked over the years. In 1999 - under
Bill Clinobn - the Nev Deal's Glass-
Steagall At, which had separagd invest-
ment and commecial banking, vas
repealed. But it is inportant to realize
that these regulabry changes were in
response b speciic problems caused
the regulations themseles. Separating
commercial and investment banking vas
an arbitrary and atificial decision ly
government officials, and this action pre
vented banks fom having the flexibility
to better serve their cusbmers in a com
petitive global econony. They were na

part of any laissez-&ire program, unless
President Clinbn was really a secré
free-market advocate.

There vas no general deregulation. Wh
do the pundits think diferently?
Because the are blinded ly words. The
Bush administration and Rpublicans
talk about the costs of business regula
tion. But that is nd the same as repeal
ing regulations. As economist yler
Conven writes in the Nav York Times,
there has been "continuing heay regula
tion, with a gowing loss of accountabiti
ty and effectiveness.... When it comesat
financial regulation, ér example, until
the crisis of the last éw months, the
administration did little © alter a regula
tory structure that vas built over many
decades. Banks continued be goerned

this social-velfare policy nav call such
bank conduct "predatry lending."

Ewen if the Bush administration had
ended all oversight of the banking indus
try, the government would still na be off
the hook for the current dificulties. That
is because br mary years it has iner-
vened in the motgage and fnancial
markets not by regulating in the tradi
tional sense, but rather ly implicitly
promising b protect lending and under
writing institutions fom their owvn folly.
Most egregious of all has been the
understanding that Fannie Mae and
Freddie Mac - tw government-spon
sored enerprises - vould nat be permit
ted to go bankrupt. These organizations,
both created and subsidized § govern-
ment, gave us the subprime mess b

by a hodgepodge of rules and agencies buying motgages fom banks, bundling

including the Ofice of the Conptroller of
the Currency the international Basel
accords on capital standads, state
authorities, the Federal Reserve and the
Federal Deposit Insurance Cgoration.
Publicly traded banks, lig other compora-
tions, are subject b the Sarbanes-Oxle
Act."

Moreover, as Caven points out, it has
been long-standing geernment policy b
make it easier br non-creditvorthy peo
ple to get mortgages: "legislation that
has been on the booksdr years - like the
Home Motgage Disclosure At and the
Community Rinvestment Act - helped b
encourage the poliferation of high-risk
mortgage loans." Indct, banks could be
penalized br appearing b avoid lending
money to people with poor pospects br
repayment. The passiona adwcates of

them into securities, and then selling the
securities D investors - with an eplicit

guarantee that the income wvould keep
flowing even if the homeavners stopped
paying their motgages. That sysm
nearly assured that banks wuld lend
promiscuously What did the/ hae to
lose? Ultimatly, the taxpaers would
bail them out.

The result is what w today call the "sub
prime mortgage crisis."

Make no mistake: the gaernment, nd
the free maket, created this fiasco. The
solution, therebre, is nd more govern-
ment, but the end of all regulations and
business privileges.

Newly Identified Gene V ariations A ccount for Increased Burden of
Kidney Disease among African- Americans

dentified variations in a single gene

that are strongly associa¢d with kic-
ney diseases dispoportionately affect-
ing AfricanAmericans. This wrk was
conducted by reseachers at the
National Institutes of Health (NIH) andy
NIH-funded inestigators at the Johns
Hopkins Uiversity. The fndings are pub
lished online bday in two papers in
Nature Geneics and will be published in
the Ocbber print issue.

F_br the first time, reseachers have

"These tvo breakthough genomic stud
ies on kidney disease lllustraé the
importance of collaborations béween
scientists at NIH and NIH-funded westi-
%ators at Johns Hopkins," said NIH

irector Elias A Zethouni, M.D. "This
type of gavernment-academic collabora
tion moves translational reseach for-
ward and provides the knavledge base
for developing new therapies br these
chronic health disoders."

The reseachers studied nondiabeic kid-

ney diseases that can lead d chronic

kidney disease and, in seere cases, b

kidney failure rqulrlnP long-erm dialy

sis of a kidne transplant. One of these
diseases, bcal segmental glomeru

losclerosis (FSGS), is a kidnedisease
that leads t kidney failure in more than
half of those with the disease wer a perk

od of about 10 years. Chonic kidney dis-

ease is caused ly mary different dis-

eases and conditions and gects 26 mil-

lion Americans. More than 06,000 indi-

viduals develop kidney failure and more
than 485,000 receive dialysis or trans

plantation in the Uhited Staes each

year.

Using a type of genome association that

relies on diferences in the fregiency of

%‘ene \ariants between populations,” the
IH reseachers identified several varia-

tions in the MYH9 gene as major contrib
utors to excess risk of kidng disease
among AfricanAmericans. The NIH
researchers shared their discoery with

the Johns Hopkins scientists, who repli
cated the findings in paticipants from

earlier studies of kidneg disease.

Both research eams found statistically

significant associations of MYH9 ari-

ants with FSGS, HIV-assocet FSGS,
and all nondiabdic kidney failure. They

also found that these \ariants were

much more freqient among people of
African ancesty than among whi¢s. The
increased risk among Africaskmericans
with these \ariants is more than 300

percent for FSGS, more than 500 per
cent for HIV-associad FSGS, and more
than 100 percent for all nondiabdic kid-

ney failure. Sixty pecent of African-
Americans cary the risk \ariants in con

trast to 4 percent of whies.

Though FSGS &cts AfricanAmericans
more than whies, the rae of progression

to kidney failure is believed to the same

for bath populations. FSGS associatl

with HIV inéction is almost eclusively

found in individuals of African descent
and, without treatment, ppgresses more
raﬁldly D kidney failure conpared

other “forms of "kidney disease. FSGS
often affects adolescents and gung

adults as vell as older individuals.

In the NIH study the reseachers
scanned the genome of 90 African-
Americans knovn to have FSGS, includ
ing the form associaed with HIV inéc-
tion, and 222 who did na have FSGS
and replicaied these indings in additiont
al cases. The Johns Hopkins
researchers, membess of the Family
Investigation of Nephopathy and
Diabetes (FIND) consdium, Studied
more than 2100 participants of the

FIND study and the Choicef Healthy
Outcomes’in Caringdr ESRD (CHOICE)
study. FIND, one of the largest multi-cen
ter gendic studies of kidne/ disease
ever conduced, has been funded l the
NIDDK since $99.

"MYH9 genéic variations account br
some of the excess risk of kidng dis-
ease due b hypertension, and much of
the excess risk due b FSGS, and HIV-
associaed FSGS in Africalvmericans,”
said Jefrey B. kopp, M.D., a kldw spe
cialist and lead author of the NIH study
"We hope this fnding will lead b person-
alized medical thera%. that will reduce
the burden of chonic kidney disease."

Though diab¢es is one of the leading
causes of kidneg failure, bah research

teams found no association béveen the

MYH9 \ariants and diabdes-relaed kid-

ney failure in AfricanAmericans. "This
finding suggests that the mechanisms
leading fom onset of chronic kidney dis-

ease 0 kidney failure may differ based

on the inciting cause," said \W. Linda
Kao, M.H.S., Ph.D., andi®an S. Rarekh,

M.D., M.S,, the lead and senior auther
of the Hopkins study "Therebre, under

standing the ole that MYH9 plags in kid

ney failure may ultimately lead o devel-

opment of drug therapies that targe

more specifc, rather than common,
gendtic pathways © prevent kidney dis-

ease piogression more efectively.”

"These tvo studies are inportant not only

because the MYH9 risk ariants account
for nearly all the ecess buden of FSGS
and HIV-associad kidney disease in
AfricanAmericans, but also because
MYH9 is the irst kidney disease gene
identified that explains an inportant

health disparity and iwvolves common
forms of kidney disease,"said Cheyl

Winkler, Ph.D., principal scientist with the

National Cancer Institu, senior author of
the NIH intramural studyand a co-author
of the Johns Hopkins study’In addition,
the MYH9 gene's estimaid relative risk is
higher than that obsewved for nearly all
genetic factors discovered by genome-
wide scans, including thosedr prostate
cancer, diabetes, cadiovascular disease,
breast cancer and hypertension."

The different frequencies of gendic vari-

ants between African Americans and
Euopean Americans hse potential

implications for future screening strag-

gies for AfricanAmericans with lyperten-

sion. It remains unclear whther hyper-

tension is paticularly likely o damage

the kidney in individuals with these
MYH9 ariants, and futher reseaich will

be needed b determine wheher individ-

uals identified as having hypertensive

kidney disease actually hee undiag

nosed FSGS.

The \ariants found in these studies are
markers indicating that the MYH9 gene
is the location of the disease-causing
variations, but the speciic variants have
not yet been definitively identified.
Further studies will be neededa identi
the specifc causal \ariants. Most indt
viduals with the gene ariants do nd
develop kidney disease, suggesting that
additional gendic or ervironmental fac-
tors contribute to causing kidng disease
in particular individuals with the MYH9
variants.

This reseach also was suppotted by the
National Cancer Institut, the National
Heart Lung and Blood Institu¢, the
Agency br Healthcare Rsearch and
Quality and by the National Cergr for
Research Resources through its General
Clinical Research Ceners.

Mood drive campaigns said, “Blood
like a parachue. If you don't have
it when you need it, chances are gu'll
never need it again.” This pushed the Bf
and-death necessity of blood ailability
and the need br donors. Nowadays,
bloodmobiles can be éund outside
churches, shopping malls, schools, gr
cery stores and arywhere else large
groups of people congrega. Some ofer
giveaways o donors, including refresh
ments, t-shits, coupons and ticlets.

To make the slogan more speci€, blood

is like a parachue that opens br one

person but nd another person. That is
because people hae differing blood
groups, some of which are coipatible

with each aher while ahers are incom

patible. Red blood cells are patr of the

ABO systm because thg are divided
into categories of O, AB and AB. While
all four blood gpups exist throughout

the world, distributions leels vary

among nations and ¢hnic groups.

According to the American Rd Cioss, O
is the most common blood grup among
African Americans. Gup O is a “unier-

sal donor” meaning people with this
blood gioup can donae to recipients of
all four groups. Other blood grups have
limited cross-conpatibility. Some individ
uals possess rare blood types that mak
normal transfusion pocedures dificult.
Blood types are gengcally inheried, just
like eye color and dher physical traits. As
a result, transfusion patients with rare
blood types generally hee a beter suc
cess rae with a donor of similar éhnic
background and conpatible ABO goup.
This affects patients with sickle cell dis
ease, who are largely African American,
as well as aher conditions.

What does this mean dr you? In shot,
African American blood donarare need
ed. No mater how rare or common gur
blood type is, somebody somehere
needs it. The na&t time you see the
bloodmobile, sbp inside or contact pur
local blood bank If you're concerned
that you may have a disqualifying condi
tion, ask questions bebre dismissing
the idea. It is an easy way for a healthy
individual to help save lives.

these costs in oder to secure our inan-
cial freedom br future generations."

Mandated expenses account ér 53.6%
of the budgé in Erie County and the
county spent nearly $79 million this
year on unfunded staé mandates.
Medicaid costs alone in Erie County
come © more than $191 million.

"In Erie County our business
approach o government is driving
efficiencies and cost-saing initiatives
ewvery day," said Erie County Eecutive
Chris Collins. "The Gernor and
Legislature need o seriously think about
the number and scope of sta¢ programs
and our ability b pay for them. Nev York
State will never move forward if we con
tinue to burden property taxpayers with
unfunded mandaes that suppot overly
genemus and unsustainable stag¢ pro-
grams. fercing counties b increase
property taxes is no longer an accept
able method of payment.”

In Onondaga Countystate mandated
expenses accouned for 52% of the
county's budge. That amounéd to
$395 million of the county's spending.
Medicaid accouned for $92.4 million -
claiming over half of the poperty tax rev-
enues colleced by the county and mak
ing it Onondaga County's single highest
expense.

"Onondaga County's budgeis already
lean, coming in with an increase of
spending that is only a garter of the
current rate of inflation," said Onondaga
County Eecutive Joanie Mahong.
"Even a 1% shif of burden from the
state onto Onondaga County has a huge
impact, adding $15 million to our budg
et; but the mandaes remain. That
leaves \ery little room for county geern-
ment to do arything more than raises
property taxes. | am na going b pass
that burden on 1 the community If the
Governor cuts funding, | will hge to cut
programs.”

The repot, to
be conpleted by the end of the gar,
will be provided o Gorernor David
Paterson and the Nev York State
Legislature as the prepare br the next
session of the Legislature and ingduc-
tion of the 2009-2010 Executive Budgd.

"With the stae facing its most seere
fiscal challenge in a decade, it is timeot
recognize that the current Stat-County
public sewice delivery sysem is frac
tured, insufficient and bioken," said
Stephen J. &quario, Executive Direcbor
of the New York State Association of
Counties (NBAC).

"The more 6cus that is gien to the man
dated role that county geernments play
in New York State, the beter off the
property taxpayers is going b be."
